Consent Agenda

CITY COMMISSION
(Public Comment)

Tyler Curtis, representing Emporia State University was in attendance
to accept a proclamation recognizing February 12. 2016, as “Emporia State
University Day” in Emporia in celebration of the founding of Emporia State
University. He stated ESU provides access and opportunity for state,
regional, national and international experiences to the City of Emporia
through its vision, mission and value. The university continues to thrive
in an ever-changing, diverse world providing programs for the common good of
our state, nation and world. Emporia State University will celebrate its
153" anniversary on Founders’ Day and urged all Emporians to join in the

celebration.

DAVID TRAYLOR ZOO
(Approval of the Strategic Plan)

Lisa Keith, Zoo Director, was recognized and addressed the Governing
Body. She stated the David Traylor Zoo is required to update it’s five-year

strategic plan and part of its membership with the Association of Zoos and
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Aquariums (AZA). She stated the plan highlights Animal Care; Education;
Sustainability; Goals completed and Plans for the future. She stated the
City needs to formally adopt the strategic plan in order to be in compliance
with the AZA.

Clerk for over a year. It is a requirement under Kansas law that a City have
a Deputy City Clerk to sign a variety of formal documents in the absence of
the City Clerk. No new position will be created, however, an existing staff
member will be appointed to this position. Staff has consulted Mary Carson,
Bond Attorney, for a legal interpretation of this requirement. He stated
staff was recommending that Sue Bryson, Executive Secretary, be appointed as
Deputy City Clerk.

Secretary, as the Deputy City Clerk. Commissioner Harmon seconded the
motion.

CITY COMMISSION
(Flint Hills Regional Council)
(Approval of 2016 Membership Fees)
(Appoint Steve Harmon as Representative)

City Manager McAnarney stated the City of Emporia has been a member of
the Flint Hills Regional Council. The requested renew of the City’s
membership is in the amount of $12,458.00 for 2016. The membership fee for
2016 is at $.50 per capita, based on the official 2010 Census population of
24916. He stated the Frontiers Vision is for the people of the Flint Hills

to work together to conserve; encourage growth; educate and welcome visitors
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to the Flint Hills. He stated Commissioner Steve Harmon has agreed to serve
as the representative on this board.

Commissioner Gilligan made a motion approving the membership fee in the
amount of $12,458.00 to the Flint Hills Regional Council for 2016 and appoint
Steve Harmon as the City Commission representative to the Dboard.
Commissioner Geitz seconded the motion. The vote follows: Commissioner
Gilligan, aye; Commissioner Geitz, aye; Commissioner Harmon, aye;

Commissioner Mlynar, aye; and Mayor Giefer, aye.

CITY COMMISSION
(Improvements to the Emporia State University Stadium and Track)
(Appropriation of Funds)

City Manager McAnarney stated the City of Emporia has been in
discussion with Emporia State University with regard to improvements to the
Welch Stadium Jones Field/Zola Witten Track at the university. He stated ESU
has partnered with the W.S. & E.C. Jones Trust; USD #253, the City of
Emporia; and private donors for financing of this project. The City’s share
will be payable at the rate of $50,000.00 per year for five years with a
maximum amount of $250,000.00. Funding for this will be from the Transient
Guest Tax Fund, which generates revenue from a 6% bed tax for overnight stays
at lodging facilities in Emporia.

Representatives from Emporia State University, were recognized and
addressed the Governing Body. They reviewed the improvements to the stadium
and time schedule.

Commissioner Gilligan made a motion to approve the appropriation of
$250,000.00 from the Transient Guest Tax Fund for improvements to the Welch
Stadium Jones Field/Zola Witten Track on the Emporia State University campus,
payable at the amount of $50,000.00 per year for five years beginning in
2016. Commissioner Harmon seconded the motion. The vote follows:
Commissioner Gilligan, aye; Commissioner Harmon, aye; Commissioner Geitz,

aye; Mayor Giefer, aye; and Commissioner Mlynar abstained.
