Sharon Tidwell, representing Enporia Rotary C ub, was in attendance
to accept a proclamation decl ari ng October 24, 2019, as “Wrld Polio Day”
in Enporia. She stated Rotary in 1985 |aunched PolioPlus and in 1988
hel ped establish the A obal Polio Eradication Initiative, to inmunize the
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children of the world against polio. Polio cases have dropped by 99.0
percent since 1988 and the world stands on the threshold of eradicating the
di sease. To date, Rotary has contributed nore than $1.9 billion and
countl ess volunteer hours to protecting nore than 2.5 billion children in
122 countries. She stated in addition, Rotary has played a ngjor role in
deci sions by donor governnments to contribute nore than $8 billion to the
effort. She encouraged all citizens in the fight for a polio-free world.

City Manager MAnarney stated the City of Enmporia has worked wth
representatives of Kansas Departnent of Heal th and Environnent on entering
inaloan fund for the i nprovenents of water systemprojects. The primary
advantage of this loan program is the interest rate is subsidized and
established at 2.01% over a 20-year anortization schedule. He stated an
application was subnitted to obtain a loan from the Revolving Fund to
finance the costs of inprovenents consisting of the follow ng: replace
existing waterlines, valves, and fire hydrants within the distribution
system rehabilitate the existing water storage facility, and constructing
a new pre-sedi nentation basin at the existing water treatment plant. Mbore
detailed projects are as follows: 9" Ave. & Em St. waterline;
Presedi nentation basin; 7'" Ave. & Garfield waterlines; 12'" Ave. water tower

upgrade & rehab.; 12'" Ave., waterline; under railroad along Prairie St. to
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South Ave., waterline; Lincoln St., under 1-35 Hw connection waterline;
6'" Ave., Funston to Lincoln St., waterline; Constitution, Cottonwood,
Rural, Sylvan Streets under BNSF waterline. He stated the City of Enporia
has been approved for a loan in an anount not to exceed $9, 969,863.00 in
order to finance the projects.
