Body. She stated this is a request from Communities in Schools of Md-
Anerica and Sal sa Street, sponsors of The Big Chill Finish Line Party, for
perm ssion to host a beer garden selling enhanced cereal malt beverage in
connection with The Big Chill event on Decenber 7, 2019 between the hours
of 7:30 a.m and 12:00 p.m The event is to be held in the rear parking
ot of 618 Commercial Street in an area approximately 32 feet by 32 feet.
The beer garden will be enclosed by City fencing in a | ocation approved by
the Chief of Police and the applicant is required to neet city requirenents
for enhanced cereal malt beverage sal es.

Victoria Partridge, representing Conmunities in Schools of Md-
America, was recogni zed and addressed the Governi ng Body. She stated this
was the 2" year for this event and it was a fundraiser for the non-profit
Communities in Schools of Md-Anerica. A dedicated support service for at-
ri sk students. She stated |ocally students are supported at Logan Avenue,
Wal nut, and WIlliam Allen Wite Elenentary Schools and at Enporia Hi gh
School. The event features a 5K, 10K and Enporia’s hal f-narat hon.
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Commi ssioner Smith nade a notion to approve O di nance Nunmber 19- 30,
an ordi nance exenpting the rear parking lot of 618 Commercial Street from
the prohibition on the sale and consunption of enhanced CVB for The Big

Cl TY COW SSI ON
(Consider Health Insurance Authorization)

Assistant City Manager Massey, was recognized and addressed the
Gover ni ng Body. He stated after reviewing the City's current health
i nsurance plan with Blue Cross Blue Shield of Kansas, the City considered
an Adm nistrative Services Only (ASO plan with BCBS where the City would
pay claims to a $50,000 stop-loss benefit, and a Health Reinbursenment
Agreenment plan in conjunction with a BCBS high deductible plan with a
$6, 350 deductible. The HRA would allow the Cty and enployees to share
costs of claims within that deductible. He stated staff is recomrending
going with an ASO plan for 2020. He stated the City has built a reserve
fund that, when coupled with contributions from enployee and enployer
nonthly contributions (premuns) will nore than fund our maxi mum expected
costs. Wth clains remaining at an expected cost, an increase of our
current reserves could be over $100,000 during the 2020 plan year. The
savings to the City will position a nove forward toward a reserve bal ance
necessary to open up options in the health i nsurance marketplace that wll
result in long-term stabilization of costs of insurance, potential
i mprovement in benefits to enpl oyees, and additional savings tothe Cty's
overall benefits budget. He stated staff is recomending the City fund the
Enpl oyee Health Care account at the naxi num reconmended rate for 2020 to
cover clains, approximately $1.9 mllion. Build reserves in this fund to
cover clainms and expenses for a full plan year. The buildup of reserves
will put the city in a position to stabilize prem unms and absorb natural
fluctuations in clainms expenses from year-to-year as well as explore
options in benefits, nmaxinizing future savings to enployees and the City
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overall and creates a benefits package that is conpetitive and attractive
to future enpl oyees.

Commi ssioner Glligan stated the budgeted anmount for health i nsurance
prem uns was set at a 20%increase in premuns. The increase for preniuns
for 2020 was around a 4% i ncrease. He recommended that the additional
budget ed doll ars be included in the fund since those dollars have al ready
been budgeted for.

Janet Harrouff, Director of Admi nistrative Services, was recogni zed
and addressed the Governing Body. She stated the budget savings woul d be
included in the fund on a bi-weekly basis.

Commi ssioner G lligan made a notion authorizing staff to inplement the
ASO partially self-funded health insurance fund for 2020 and set 1-year
reserve as a goal. Commi ssioner Snith seconded the notion. The vote
foll ows: Conmissioner GIlligan, aye; Comm ssioner Smth, aye; Conmi ssioner
M ynar, aye; and Vice Mayor G efer, aye.

An energency tenporary fix has been acconplished. The estinmate to repl ace
and realign the broken sewer nmain is approximtely $731,500. Thi s
ordinance is required to i ssue bonds to pay for the project. The ordinance
will allowthe City of Enporia to issue up to $800,000. In financing to pay
for the project.
